Burringbar is a peculiar and different property. List everything you could imagine
you want, and it will probably be there. It is covered in a variety of solil types, and
a diverse range of timbers.

The property backs onto Mount Chowan, which is at the North Eastern point of
the Mount Jerusalem National Park. It is an intensely PRIVATE location that
suits the wilderness lover, yet it is very close to the major centres of the Gold
Coast and Byron Bay.

You can access Murwillumbah and Uki through the forest roads (Chowan Road
South and Mains Road) and if you go the back way through the rainforest, the

property itself is only 4 kilometres from Main Arm. (Needs approval of property

owner)

The Waterfall is spectacular and dramatic, and the Sea Views are to be found
for the full length of the ridgeline. There are excellent rock climbing areas, and a
plethora of useful stone and ROAD BASE on the property.

It is a very self contained place. Renown in the banana farming days as the best
growing area in the Northern Rivers for tropical fruits, the Jamison Farm regu-
larly won “Best Banana” award.

At the turn of the century, The Farm was the site of FIRST SETTLEMENT, Upper
Burringbar Village. It was a timber getting town, with 7 houses, a Post Office,
General Store, Butcher and School.

Parish Maps show the property is largely unchanged since the 1950;s and ex-
cept for a boundary adjustment that added part of the Shackell farm (Shackell's
still in residence) it is as originally parted out by the State Government.

There are no extant claims regarding land rights over the property, and the area
is renown for the kindness shown the native population. They were hired as Ce-
dar Spotters and as there was little by way of livestock with the timber getters
very little incident of theft occurred. (This was the main reason for the poisoning
of the indigenous people)

The current Burringbar Town is serviced with General Store, Café’, hairdresser,
Laundromat, office space, Real Estate services, butcher and NSW’s most highly
regarded primary school. Many turn of the century farming families still live and
work in the valley, giving it a culture rarely seen in the rest of the area.
