Dirt Road Starts 

RIGHT at Geles 
Road Intersection RIGHT at Pangaea (if you 

miss this turn you come to the 
Shackell’s farm. 

Stay on Flat. Pass the 
Stone Stacks. Follow Road 
over Creek and you will see 
the cottage to your right. 
Friend is renting. Robert’s 
number is 02 66770184 
and please call beforehand. 

Cross Railway Line TWICE 

Get to Burringbar Town. (On Old Highway) When in Town... Head 
Due West (Road goes past shops) on Burringbar Road. Property is 
right at the very end of the road, and as you get out of town you will 
see Mount Chowan. The property is virtually the left hand side of the 
mountain. 
 
It is a very dramatic property, but as I have stressed, overgrown at the 
moment. It needs a dose of Roundup from a tractor, and in 2 weeks 
you will be able to see all the roads in the property. (There is around 
15 Kilometers of usable roads internally) 
 
The road to the Sea View run straight up the ridge. Instead of turning 
right to the house when you cross the creek onto the property, go 
straight ahead and veer left until you get to the intersection at the top. 
At the top: Right will take you to the rainforest, left to the sea view. 
 
You will know you are on the last leg when you pass all the Stone 
Stacks in front of the farm house at the end of the valley. Keep going, 
turn left over the creek and you are there
